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1. Introduction

This classification report defines the classification assigned to the above-mentioned product(s) in
accordance with the procedures given in the NF EN 13501-1+A1:2013 standard.

2. Product description
Heterogeneous vinyl floor coverings tested glued on 19 mm thick wood particleboard.

Floor coverings consisting of:

- A4 to 6 ym thick finishing layer made of polyurethane.

- A 0.20 to 0.35 mm thick transparent overlay made of polyvinyl chloride protecting a printed
decor.

- An intermediate layer made of polyvinyl chloride and fillers reinforced with a glass tissue.

- A backing foam made of polyvinyl chloride and fillers.

- A non-woven glass tissue only for the "EXCLUSIVE 280 T (D1)” and "ESSENTIALS 280 T (D1)”
references.
